OYT South is delighted to present a very special
opportunity for twelve members of 41 Clubs in the g
South of England, the Midlands and South Wales (other §§
OYT regions will want to work with Clubs in their areas),
or their families and friends. In 2011, we shall take a
break from our standard voyages for young people to
offer you a weekend on board. Starting at 8pm on
Friday 28" Oct in Southampton, and finishing at 5pm on |
Sunday 30" Oct in the same place, the voyage costs
£250, part of which goes towards subsiding places on
other voyages for disadvantaged and vulnerable young
people. Please note that this particular weekend is not swtable for under-18s.

The itinerary for the voyage depends on the weather but also on what suits everyone on
board - you may be experienced sailors or complete novices. Whether or not you have
sailed before, you will spend the weekend as an active, hands-on crew member - keeping
watch, steering, sail handling, cooking and helping with navigation. Those who wish to
complete a formal sailing qualification (RYA Start Yachting) will have the chance to do so.

This follows a highly successful 41 Club voyage in 2010, which
proved very popular and has led to 41 Club members helping to
raise funds for us or even returning to sail as volunteers on youth
voyages!
